An Attachment Story   Lisa was adopted as a one-year-old from India.  At two, her mom Joan realized that Lisa’s behavior was different from that of her older children.  Lisa would ask perfect strangers at the store to “take her to the potty,” jumped in the doctor’s lap, and never showed stranger anxiety.  Although charming to everyone else, Lisa’s behavior was disturbing to Joan. One day Joan heard Holly speak and stayed afterward.  Holly explained that indiscriminate attention seeking is a sign of attachment deficits.  She also explained that attachment could be mended.  They started therapy—most of it done at home between parent and child.  Joan learned to pick up Lisa like an infant and gaze in her eyes while singing.  They cuddled, rocked, played—games of all stages—and learned to fall in love.  Joan realized that this problem was not her fault.  And, she learned how to revisit and heal missed developmental stages.  Today Lisa is beautiful and fully attached.
